1.0 SUMMARY OF SPECIAL CHARACTER

= Important example of a village created by wealthgiustrialists that
helped to revolutionise the working and living stards of its occupants.

= Historic residential area surviving within a laigdustrial area.

= 16 individual or groups of listed buildings, refieag the high level of
significance of the village.

= The ancient site of the Court House — desighatedh asxcheduled
monument and an important local history site.

= Buildings dated back to the early 1850s.

= Simple, but carefully detailed terraced housing

= The architecturally interesting public buildings thie school, church,
village hall and social club

= Buildings within the area are almost entirely fréime Victorian period
and have escaped the wholesale alteration thatignaficantly damaged
the character of other historic areas.

= Residential and primary public buildings set outaogrid surrounded by
open green spaces.

= Houses are of 5 different types

= All houses are constructed of red brick with a Wedtate roof. Other
materials are confined to the public, factory aighér status buildings.

= Timber sliding sash windows would have featuredcabbrof the houses.
These are generally still present on all of theedigerraces and some of
the semi-detached houses.

= There are relatively few extensions within the ewmation area of
significant size.

4.0 RECOMMENDATIONS FOR BOUNDARY AMENDMENTS AND

PROVISION OF ARTICLE 4 DIRECTIONS
4.1 BOUNDARY AMENDMENT

4.1.1 The current boundary roughly follows the ekigf the original village and
covers the vast majority of buildings of interestnim the immediate area.
The boundary is fairly clearly defined by the roadsd ownership
boundaries, wherever it is practical to do sois ltherefore recommended
that the boundary does not change.

4.1.2 However, it is recognised that developmetgide the conservation area has
a considerable and often detrimental effect on giing of its historic
buildings. The setting of the conservation aread it listed buildings has
not been adequately considered in the recent gast planning applications
have been determined. It is therefore recommettusda ‘buffer zone’ is
agreed that will define the area from which develept is likely to affect
the appearance of the conservation area. Themplappendix D shows an
area approximately 200m wider than the conservati@a. Within this
agreed buffer zone planning applications for any developments would
need to demonstrate that they do not adverselgtatfie character of the
conservation area and that adequate steps (e.gtingla have been
undertaken to preserve its appearance. Undeioseg of the Planning
(Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 199@ as stated in section
2.17 of PPG15, the local authority should then ighbla notice of all
applications within this area, as they would beegto affect the setting of
the listed buildings. Local residents would therefalso have a greater
opportunity to comment on ay applications.

4.2 ARTICLE 4 DIRECTIONS

4.2.1 The Town and Country Planning (General P&thiDevelopment) Order
1995 allows building owners to carry out a rangemifior developments
without planning consent subject to limits and ¢bods. These ‘permitted
development’ rights are automatically limited withconservation areas:
restrictions include the addition of dormer windpwarious types of
cladding, the erection of satellite dishes frontingighway and the reduction
in the size of extensions.

4.2.2 Article 4 of the General Permitted Developm@rder enables local
authorities to withdraw some specified permittedreli@ment rights on
buildings or land, such as removal of a chimnegnges around the front
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boundary of a building, construction of porchesinfyag of houses or

removal of architectural features such as windowd doors. Local

authorities must notify local people and take aotaf their opinions before
confirming an Article 4 direction and in certainsiances obtain approval
from the Secretary of State.

4.2.3 Article 4 directions are not just automatogequence of conservation area
designation, but should be bourn out of a carefgkssment of what is of
special interest within an area and should be prede Permitted
development rights should only be withdrawn whérerd is evidence to
prove that such development would damage the dearaca conservation
area and is currently taking place.

4.2.4 In the case of Bromborough Pool, there igeatly Article 4 directions
applied to withdraw the right to carry out the doling:

= The enlargement, improvement or other alteratiom aivellinghouse
= Addition or alteration to roofs

= The erection or construction of a porch outsideettgrnal door

= The installation or replacement of a satellite ange.

= Gates, fences, walls and other means of enclosure.

4.2.5 In addition to the above it is recommendesl Aticle 4 directions are
reinforced to restrict changes to windows and dobtslisted buildings.
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
